• Rebuilding about 2 miles of power line near 
North Findlay Substation

• Increase electric reliability in the area
• Support economic development

Crews have since completed construction of two power 

lines. As the project continues, AEP Ohio representatives 

plan to move forward with the final phase, which 

includes minor revisions to the original plan.
